4.  Lodging Description:
1. Singles Cabin:  Separate male and female dormitories with upper or lower bunk beds; several bathrooms to share;    must provide own linens, pillows, towels and personal toiletry. If you want the camp to provide linens, pillow, blanket and towels, there is a daily charge of $3 ($6 for 2 nights). Please enter the request and amount in #3 Miscellaneous area and mark X in box here.  □
· If you are single (adult) and do not want to stay in the Singles Cabin, there is an option to stay at Wesley Center, located 5 miles outside Tall Timbers.  The cost is $132 per room (1 room with 2 beds and private bathroom for 2 nights).  Please enter this request and amount in the #3 Miscellaneous area and mark X in box here.  □
2. Indian Creek:  Each room has 2 twin beds; two rooms share one bathroom.  Linens, pillows, blankets and towels are provided.
3. Lee Lodge:  Each room has 2 full beds and a private bathroom. Linens, pillows, blankets and towels are provided.
　＊ Tall Timbers has 4 bunk-bed styled singles cabins (capacity of 200 people), but only 58 units of private rooms（Lee Lodge & Indiana Creek）.  Preferential housing assignment will be given to outside speakers and those with special needs, followed by assignment based on the order of registration and full payment.  If rooms are not enough to accommodate all, we plan to arrange a few families to stay at Wesley Center outside Tall Timbers for a cost of $132 per room (1 room with 2 beds and a private bathroom for 2 nights).  We will contact you for such arrangements.
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5.  Registration & Payment:
1. Church Registration:

· New Orleans and other areas (such as Beaumont and Mississippi):  Please register with New Orleans Chinese Baptist Church representative (attach cash or check payable to “NOCBC” with the registration form).

3. Financial Assistance:
· If you have financial difficulties and need assistance with a portion of the fee for lodging and meals, please appeal directly to your respective church or Bible study fellowship.  The churches and Bible study fellowships associated with this retreat will assist you to assure your attendance.
· Do not place your registration payment in the Church Donation Box.   Attach your payment to the registration form and forward directly to Retreat Committee representative.

· Priority of lodging room assignment is based on the date of registration, but full payment of lodging and meals must be received by August 23 for this priority to remain effective.  
· Receipt of Payment:  A receipt will be issued to registrants after full payment by CCCBR or NOCBC.  According to IRS policy, this fee for lodging and meals is for personal use, thus non-deductible for tax purposes.  
6.  Additional Offerings for the Retreat:
       We encourage all participants to make additional tax-deductible offerings during the retreat to help cover the other retreat costs such as speaker’s honorarium, hired worker expenses of the children’s program, and love assistance to other participants who have financial difficulties.

2. All additional offerings will be collected and counted during the retreat.  As co-hosts of the retreat, NOCBC and CCCBR will equally share all expenses of the retreat. One time collection of offerings at the retreat will facilitate the accounting process.
